Tests and Quizzes (40% of Class Grade)

Starters (30% of Class Grade)

· Each day there will be a reflective writing component to this course on a current or past topic within the first 10 minutes of each class.
Assignments (30% of Class Grade)
· All assignments must be turned in on the designated day they are due for full credit.  

· If you have an excused absence, homework will be due the following class period without a late penalty.

· Notes are required and will be turned in at the end of each Unit, stapled to the ‘Unit Test’.
· If students go on vacation it is their responsibility to check with the teacher via email or in person during Charger Time prior to leaving to acquire all the upcoming work. 

· Assignments/projects can be turned in either electronically or in paper format and each individual student will need to confirm with the teacher if they will be using an electronic format to ensure the students work is received properly by the teacher.
· All questions regarding class work should be addressed via email or during Charger Time every Monday, Wednesday, and Thursday from 7-7:55am Not During Class.
Late Work Policy
· There will be NO makeup opportunities for quizzes or self-starts for Un-Excused Absences/Tardies.
